The world’s most popular musical, The Sound of 
Music, written in Annisquam in the 1950s by Rus-
sel Crouse, the husband of longtime resident Anna 
Murch, was performed last summer by a cast of sixty 
and crew of fifty, two-thirds of whom were An-
nisquam residents ranging in age from 4 to the 80s. 
Over fifty children auditioned for the show, dreams of 
the Von Trapp children dancing in their heads. Anna 
gave remembrances of the Broadway opening with 
Rodgers and Hammerstein gifts to the cast, and a trib-
ute that her husband Russel would have been proud 
of our performances.
